Greetings to all in the name of Jesus!
We extend a special welcome to any visitors that
may be with us this morning. We pray that you
will be blessed by being with us.

Today is the anniversary of the terrible tragedies of black Saturday 2009. For
some the events of the last 12 months following Black Saturday seem like a
blur, while for others it has been the longest 12 months of their lives. Last
Wednesday we managed to meet with about 20 of the bushfire survivors to
share a light lunch with them, and listen as they shared their journey since
we last met in November 2009.

I was surprised at the depth of emotion that was still evident in most peo-
ple’s lives as they shared their struggles to move on from the events of last
February.

In Matthew Chapter 5, Jesus said, “"Blessed are those who mourn for they
shall be comforted.”

As we read this verse we understand that Jesus was telling us that mourning
is okay! In fact, He suggests to us that it is a part of the healing process.
Those who mourn shall find comfort. To allow ourselves to mourn is part of
the healing process, and we should never be ashamed of allowing ourselves
to feel the pain and grief of our life experiences.

For those who are standing with those who are going through the grieving
process we need to be very careful not to use the ‘throw away’ lines

like..... ‘you need to get over it and move on’. The reality is that everyone will
‘mourn’ in a different way and over a varying length of time.

Jesus said that Blessed are those who mourn for they shall be comforted! As
we remember those who died in the fires and those who were affected by the
fires, let us be part of the comforting process and stretch out our hearts to
comfort those God puts across our path.

The journey may be a long one, but life is a journey, not a destination so let
us journey together in love.

"Love must be sincere. Hate what is evil; cloing to what is good. Be de-
voted to one another in brotherly love. Honour one another above your-
selves. Never be lacking in zeal, but keep your spiritual fervour, serving the
Lord. Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer. Share with
God’s people who are in need. Practice hospitality. Bless those who persecute
you; bless and do not curse. Rejoice with those who re30|ce mourn with
those who mourn.” Romans 12:9-15 . >
